The following information should answer questions you might have regarding housing, check-in, how to get here, and how you can be reached while you are living on campus. 

DORM ROOMS

The New Residence Hall dorm rooms are air-conditioned and are arranged in suites of two single or double bedrooms sharing a living room, bathroom, and kitchenette.  The bedrooms have twin beds and are additionally furnished with a desk, a chair, a lamp, and a bureau. You will be provided with linens, towels, and a telephone located in the living room. Ethernet connections are also available.  The kitchenette includes a two-burner range, refrigerator, microwave, and sink. 

CHECK-IN  

Guests living on campus will be housed in Yale’s New Residence Hall.  A housing office is located in the building and is open for check-in beginning June 25, 8:30 AM to 8:30 PM.  Room assignments, keys, and a temporary Yale ID will be distributed from the Housing Office.

Enter New Residence Hall through the gate on 100 Tower Parkway.  There are a limited number of metered parking spaces available on the street.  The office is on the first floor, room 119. 

GETTING HERE

1 1/2 hours from New York City, 2 hours from Providence, 3 hours from Boston

FROM HARTFORD AND NORTH:

I-91 South to Trumbull Street exit #3.  Follow Trumbull Street to the 4th traffic light at Prospect Street.  Make a left turn onto Prospect and continue for one block.  At the first traffic light, turn right onto Grove Street.  Grove Street becomes Tower Parkway at the next intersection.  The New Residence Hall is the second building on your right after the light.      

FROM I-95 NORTH OR SOUTH:

From either direction look for the I-91 Hartford/Springfield exit.  On I-91 take Trumbull Street exit #3, and follow directions from above.

FROM THE WEST:

I-84 to Route 34, continue into New Haven.  Route 34 becomes George Street.  Turn left onto York Street and continue through three traffic lights.  At the fourth light, make a left onto Tower Parkway.  The New Residence Hall is located on the right side of the street.

If you are coming from Bradley, Newark, or the New York airports, Connecticut Limousine provides ground transportation to New Haven.  One-way trips cost between $30.00 and $50.00 depending on the airport.  Once you arrive at the New Haven depot, taxis are available to the campus for an estimated fare of $7.00.

Taxis are available from Tweed/New Haven Airport and Union Train Station to the New Residence Hall.  Estimated taxi fare from the airport is $15.00.  The fare from the train station is approximately $6.00.
PARKING

On-street parking is limited in New Haven. Therefore, we have arranged for a discounted rate of $8.00 per day at the Colony Parking Garage.  Please ask the Housing Office staff for a coupon and directions. 

YALE SHUTTLE SERVICE

There is a daytime shuttle that operates on a scheduled route from 7:20AM to 6:00PM Monday through Friday.  *It does not run on weekends.  There is no charge for this service for persons bearing a valid Yale ID.

Between 6:00PM and 7:30AM…7 days a week…any person with a valid Yale ID can obtain free transportation on the Yale MINIBUS from Yale buildings to residences, from residences to Yale buildings within the service boundaries.

Shuttle and MINIBUS schedules are available in the Housing Office.
